5.Method ofRecruitment: 

       Recruitment shall be done by the District Selection Committee, Nagarkurnool District. 

The District Selection Committee shall consist of the following members. 

1.District Collector Chairman 

2.DMHO Member-Convener 

3.Deputy Director ,SocialWelfare Member 

4.DCHS Member 

5. District B.C. Welfare Officer Member 

Recruitment shall be done by the district selection committee on behalf of the concerned 

district health society for all the vacant positions 

For the post of MLHPs., The guidelines for recruitment issued by 

Lr.Rc.No.96/NUHM/HWC/NHM/2017 dated:06.09.2022 shall be followed for age the 

guidance issue date para 3 shall be followed 

Other than MLHP positions the following guidelines will be followed 

6) Selection will be done on Merit Basis and based on the following criteria: 

i)  Merit Lists shall be prepared separately for each of the categories of posts.Total marks 

are 100 of which 90 marks will be allotted basing on the marks obtainedin qualifying 

examination and 10 marks will be awarded for the age. Weight-age forage will be 

reckoned from 18 years of age of the candidate. 0.5 markwill be awarded for one completed 

year of age with a maximum of 10 marks. The age willbe reckoned as on 01-07-2024. 

(Example 1.If a candidate completes 20 years as on01-07-2024, he/she will be awarded 

1.0 mark; Example 2. If a candidate completes30 years of age as on 01-07-2021, he/she 

will be awarded 6.0 marks; Example 3. If a candidate completes 40 years of age as on 

01-07-2024, he/she will be awarded10.0 marks). 

ii) Merit list will be prepared based on the marks obtained with above criteria and displayed 

on Official website of the concerned District Collector, for transparencyand also for 

calling objections. 

iii) Selections list will be prepared from the finalized merit list duly following the 
Rule of 

Reservation (RoR) and Presidential Orders. 
iv) The Selected candidates shall maintain the Headquarters. 

v)  These positions are not transferable. 

7) Rule of Reservation 

(i) Filled in application form shall be submitted in person or through registered post to 

therespective District Medical & Health Officers of the District to which the candidate is 

aplying. 

Applications which are received after due dates will be summarily rejected. District 

Selection Committee is not responsible for post delays. 

(ii) Self attested copies of the following Certificates should be enclosed along with the 

application 

Rule of Reservations in respect of Community, Disability, Ex-Service Men/Women shall 

be strictly observed as ordered by the Government of Telangana from time to time. 

33 1/3 % reservation for women will be applicable as per the orders issued by 

Government in G.0.Ms.No.3 Dept for Women,Children, Disabled &Sr.Citizens (Prog.l) 

dated 10.02.2024 and in GO.Ms.No.35, Genl.Admn.(Ser.D) Dept., dated 13.02.2024 

(i) The Rule of Reservations to local candidates is applicable as per the Presidential 

order. 

The vacancies for the posts mentioned in G.O.68, falling in Scheduled Areas should be 

filled exclusively with the Local Scheduled Tribes.

The applications which are send through post shall be sent 

to the office of the District Medical & Health Office , Nagarkurnool District located at 

IDOC Building, Kollapur X Raod, with self attested Xerox copies of all required 

certificates as specified in the application and submission of applications from 26-02-

2024 to 28-02-2024 by 5.00PM. The applications received on or after the last date will 

not be entertained.
